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‘The Academic Study Group was established in 1978 in order to enlarge research
collaboration between scholars in the UK and their most creative counterparts in Israel.

In financial terms our funding is miniscule, provided entirely by well-wishers in the UK

Like the slaves in Biblical Egypt “we make bricks without straw”. We have no capital sum off
‘which to operate. In practice we raise every penny, for every initiative we back - often
committing to operations well in advance of available funds.

In terms of energy, commitment and enthusiasm we are however “on a roll". The Israeli
‘Academic Community is so immensely creative, fecund and exciting that we are enthused to
press ahead ever faster.
